


CHRIST CHURCH ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING





February 14, 2010

Present:  Lynn Cowie; Rob Cowie; Wendy Williams; Louanna Jones; Lynne Maynard; Audrey Egger; Betty Lowe; Bertha Girard, Jerry Cluett; and Louise Adie.

Opening Devotion was given by Rob Cowie.

Approval of Agenda –  The agenda is adopted as written.

Approval of Minutes of February 15, 2009

· Wendy moved that the Minutes be accepted as read.  Seconded by Louanna.  Carried.

Business Arising from the Minutes:

· Lynn asked if we need to get permission for Gerry to hold services.  Lynne said he has recently shown her a letter of permission.  

· Insurance – If we need an appraisal, Audrey will speak to Alison Lively.

· Hall Rent -  Audrey and Betty did some local research on prices charged around town for rent, and Audrey tabulated all the findings.  Our current rental rate for the Hall is $40.00.  Betty suggested that members should be able to use the Hall for free, at the discretion of the Vestry.  Rob suggested, instead, that rent to members be listed as $30.00, subject to the discretion of the Vestry.  Audrey spoke to the person representing Weight Watchers, and found that they are comfortable with an increase in Hall rental to $50.00.  The person representing Adult Day Support gave Audrey verbal confirmation that $4,000.00 per year is acceptable to them.  Audrey therefore moved that we increase the Church and Hall rent to $150.00; Church only, $100.00; Foyer, Hall and Kitchen, $50.00 (Nonmembers, Weight Watchers, etc.); $40.00 (Adult Day Support); and Members ($30.00, or otherwise at the discretion of Vestry).  Seconded by Louanna.   Carried.  Wendy suggested we give the top part of the large wooden cabinet to ADL for storage, and find another place to store our tablecloths, considering the current overflow of their materials.  Rob asked if we can diplomatically find a way to control the clutter in the Hall.  Wendy suggested we have a potluck/spring clean-up to take care of our things, first.  Jerry suggested we then have a face-to-face meeting with the other stakeholders who use the Hall on a regular basis.  Audrey and Wendy will arrange to meet with representatives of the two groups.    

Reports have been read by everyone already.

New Business:

· Betty hasn’t received an answer from Denise about the Feb. 28th service, so

· Audrey said we are very happy with the property and the work of the Four Seasons, who have offered to fix the sinkholes.  The addition is terrific.  Cliff got the bell fixed, for which we are very thankful.  And the new grass is doing well, thanks to all who tended it so carefully.

· Lynne’s award – Lynne has asked that it not be pursued.  Rob said we applaud her humility; Wendy said we are all so very appreciative of all that she does.

· Roman Catholic Church – Lynne said all is well, for the most part.

· Lynn thanked Wendy and Dave for all they do in the Church.  Betty reminded Wendy to submit bills for supplies.  Wendy graciously said that any major bills will be submitted, but that they are pleased to include smaller items with their own shopping.  Appreciation for all that they do was expressed.

· Lynn thanked Rob for his wonderful music.

· Wendy mentioned that our website should be listed on our sign.  Rob has spoken to Sheena and asked her to include our website on advertising in “The Nanton News.”

· Lynn thanked Louanna for her work in the Sunday School.  Lynn mentioned how well we work as a community, and how that makes us so successful.

· Audrey read off the Parish list of names for consideration, and several were deleted that apparently have chosen other churches at the moment.

· Selling of Christmas trees.  Louanna noted that it is getting harder to do, and that some businesses do their own thing at Christmas.  Some of the new businesses may not understand the history.  Louanna suggested that we need to ask the Chamber of Commerce about this project, as they initially asked this to be done.  Audrey mentioned that the tree decorations are a little sparse aometimes.  Maybe fewer trees need to be put together.  Louanna will write a letter to the Chamber of Commerce.  Wendy wondered if Geneva could write something about this in her paper.  This will be discussed in a Vestry meeting.

· Sound System – Rob hasn’t heard from Jim King recently about this project.  

· Stained Glass Window – Lynn suggested we speak to Pastor Don on March 7th about this.

· Wendy proposed a clean-up/coffee date on Wednesday, March 24th, beginning at 1:30 p.m. for anyone who is able to come.  Betty will send out an email, mentioning this with the next schedule.

Treasurer’s Report:


Audrey passed around her report and the proposed budget for 2010.  Net income is $ 35,814.00 for 2009.  Rob asked Audrey if she could talk to ATB and see why the T-Bill fund hasn’t changed.   Audrey asked if she could put Con’s bequest into the operating budget.  Rob suggested that the sound system will be approximately $3,500.00, so at least that much should be in the operating account.  Audrey then mentioned that all could actually go into the operating fund, as the remaining $1500.00 could be allocated to the stained glass window project.  Audrey moved the adoption of her report.  Seconded by Louanna.  Carried.  Lynn thanked Audrey and mentioned our appreciation for all her hard work.  

New Business:


Election of Wardens, Officers and Vestry:

People’s Warden - Lynne nominated Lynn Cowie for People’s Warden.  Seconded by Betty.  Chosen by Acclamation.  Lynn moved that Betty continue to assist her, as the scheduling that Betty does is so crucial.  Seconded by Louise.  Carried.

Synod Delegate – Betty nominated Lynne Maynard, with Wendy as an alternate.  Seconded by Rob.  Carried.

Recording Secretary – Louanna nominated Louise.  Seconded by Lynne.  Carried..

Rector’s Warden – Wendy moved that we submit Audrey’s name to the Bishop,  and Audrey moved that Dave be Assistant (amendment).  Seconded by Jerry, with amendment as well.  Carried.  

Treasurer – Wendy nominated Audrey for the position of Treasurer.  Seconded by Betty.  Rob moved that nominations cease.  Carried.

Auditor – Audrey nominated Dave as auditor.  Seconded by Jerry.  Rob moved that nominations cease.  Carried.

Vestry – Audrey; Louanna; Louise; Lynn C.; Rob; Lynne M.: Betty; Yvonne; Wendy; Dave Williams; Sherri Barrett; Gladys Miklos; Bertha; Jerry; and Karen Crawford.  Betty moved that these be the Vestry members.  Seconded by Lynne.  Carried. 

Pastoral Care – Rob moved that Lynne, with assistance from Betty, be our Pastoral Care person.  Seconded by Wendy.  Carried.

Card Secretary – Lynne nominated Wendy, as she makes beautiful cards, along with Gladys, who is always so thoughtful and caring.  Seconded by Betty.  Carried.
