

Christ Church Anglican/Lutheran Minutes




October 4, 2010

Present: Gladys Miklos, Betty Lowe, Audrey Egger, Louise Adie; Lynne Maynard; Lynn Cowie; and Jerry Cluett.
Call to Order:  Audrey called the meeting to order at 4:35 p.m. with the Lord’s Prayer.

The May Minutes are unavailable at the moment – Audrey gave a brief summary of what transpired.

Old Business:

Jerry has made sherry and will donate some.

Treasurer’s Report:

Audrey mentioned moving the mutual fund, shortly.  We’ve had $15,000.00 in bequests.  We’ve had $2350.00 in donations.  The hot dog sales brought in $792.00, with $600.00 profit.  The plant sale gross was $529.00.  Apportionment is $1140.  The sound system is paid.  Audrey put a $1000.00 deposit on the stained glass window.  Audrey wrote to the Town about putting the grass back and the costs, after the parking lot was created, so the Town returned $707.50 to us for some of the expenses.  General Fund, $12,993.44; ATB, $22,277.19; T Bill, $10,609.58; Total, $45,880.21.  Audrey moved the adoption of her report.  Seconded by Jerry.

Correspondence:

Audrey read a letter from our foster child, Annabelle.

We received a lovely letter of acknowledgment from the College of Emmanuel and St. Chad, and are remembered during today’s College Eucharist.
The Cancer Society asked for support.

Louise received an email asking that we check that our information on the Diocesan website is current.  Lynn verified that it was.

Avanti Glass acknowledged our budget of $5,800.00, and the window estimate meets this price.

We received a registration form for parish representatives from The Primate’s World Relief and Development Fund.
Promoters:  We cook for 30 members.  Louise and Gladys were asked by the Nanton Promoters if we would like to cater their December dinner.  Lynn moved that we serve Christmas dinner to the Promoters on December 14th.  Seconded by Gladys.  Carried.  Audrey will contact them and ask them to confirm the numbers for that day.  Audrey put together the crew, and Gladys offered to carry the boxes.   Audrey doesn’t want to convene for Promoters, and only wants to work with her daughters.  Louanna would like to retire from scheduling.

Cleaning:  Lynne wondered if Steve might do the snow shoveling and the cleaning.  Betty moved we get Steve to do the snow, as well as the cleaning while the Williams are away.  Seconded by Jerry.  Carried.  

Christmas Trees:  Louanna suggested that the 4H members may like to volunteer to help with the trees on November 12th.  Louanna said she’ll continue to do the sales of the trees.  We had 32 trees last year,   Lynne moved we do the trees, as usual, and numbers may be altered (after speaking with Louanna).  Lynne suggested 25?  Seconded by Betty.  Carried.

Shoebox Collection Week:  November 15-21st    Lynne suggested doing them on Friday, November 5th at 1:30 p.m.  

Blessing of the Animals for October 17th, Sunday, with Gerry.  Audrey wondered if we could rope off the parking spaces for her 2 horses.

Gladys will dig up the geraniums so they may be saved  over the winter – Jerry will take them home.

Rob Cowie will do the service on Thanksgiving, and plans to talk about his Costa Rica trip after church.
