

CHRIST CHURCH ANGLICAN/LUTHERAN MINUTES





October 19, 2009

Present:  Pastor Don Hall, Lynne Maynard, Betty Lowe, Karen Crawford, Audrey Egger, Lynn Cowie, Gladys Miklos, Dave Williams, and Louise Adie.

Call to Order:  Pastor Don opened with a prayer at 4:35 p.m.

Minutes:  The Minutes were approved as read.

Old Business:

· Sinkholes – we’ll wait for spring.  Dave is going to get some grass seed (Viterra in High River) and put it down in the back this fall.

· Stained Glass – There has been a delay with the plexiglass.  Betty moved that we pay a reasonable amount, exceeding the $1500.00 that will be paid by Serena’s family.  Seconded by Lynn.  Serena has met with Audrey and is willing to pay the deposit when needed.  Approved.

Treasurer’s Report:

- General Fund, $5,009.03; ATB Mutuals, $22,261.82, and T-Bill Memorial, $2,100.09;  Total, $29,370.94.  We have increased our payment to High River clergy.  The Silver Willow service will be $75.00 and regular services with clergy from High River will be $163.50 each time.   The dedication dinner cost $427.50.  (90 people at $4.75 each).  We will receive $5,000.00 from Con’s estate; and $10,000.00 from Nora’s.  For the hot dog lunch, we spent about $300.00 and brought in $600.00.  Total building maintenance was $5,500.50.  We spent $10,000.00 on our building project.  Outreach of $3,200.00 includes: the Salvation Army, Crippled Children Fund, Chaplain’s Fund; Primate’s World Relief, Doctors Without Borders.  Audrey moved the adoption of her report.

Correspondence:

· There is a picture and letter from our foster child, Annabel.  Karen offered to write to her next

· Emmanuel and St. Chad thanked us for our continuing support and prayers.

· Bishop Ron thanked us for Benevolence support to the Synod.  Since Dec. 2004 we have given $2600.00 to Wilderness Camps; and $1750.00 to the Lutheran Synod since May 2007.

· Betty has a letter from the Anglican Journal, requesting funds.

· Doug Todd wrote a letter about same-sex marriage.

· There is a front-page article about Christ Church in the most recent issue of “The Sower.”

· Lynn has a note that we should have hand sanitizer at the church entrance and a sign in the washroom reminding of hand sanitation.  Dave suggested that the Calgary Health region may want to provide the hand sanitizer since Adult Day support uses our building.  Betty will talk to Diane about this.

· Audrey shared the Synod package with Don.  There is a program called Clay for 14-17-year-olds that involves travel to Ontario, and includes Anglican and Lutheran children.  Lynne moved we cover 2/3 of each registration fee of $300.00, if we have any delegates from our church.  Seconded by Karen.  Approved.

New Business:

- Audrey and Betty commended Lynne for her excellent Synod report at church on Sunday.

· Scheduling – The Christmas Eve service will be conducted by Gerry at 4:30 p.m.  There will be no service on Dec. 27th.

· Shoebox collection week is Nov. 16th-21st, so we will put them together at 1 p.m. on Nov. 11th.  Nanton Light Up day is Nov. 27th.

· The Christmas tree decorating will be 10 a.m. on Nov. 21st for 32 trees (but Pam Woodall’s will be undecorated).  The Holmes are donating them again.  The Williams brought some decorations already. 

· Our Christmas Tea will be Nov. 28th.  We discussed holding it in the church, but it would be too crowded.  Karen moved that we hold the tea at the Kosy Korner.  Seconded by Gladys.  Approved.   

· Blessing of the Animals – Louanna and Audrey wonder if this could be incorporated into a Sunday service.  St. Francis of Assissi day is Sunday, Oct. 4th.  Someone could talk to Gerry about it – we will discuss it early next fall.

· Betty noted we have 2010 calendars for sale at $5.00 each.

· We will table the High River Chaplaincy fund to January; and Lutheran World Relief.

· Snow Removal – Lynne said that Steven will do it.  Dave has kindly done it once already, as well.

· Companion Diocese Outreach - Lynne moved we cover $125.00 shipping and installation cost for a computer to be set up in a school in Grenada.  Seconded by Don.   Carried.

· Betty moved that we donate $50.00 in Mary McKeage’s name to a charity of her choice, in thanks for her playing at services, and include a Christmas card.  Seconded by Audrey.  Carried.

· Audrey has brought in clean sand to use, as the ramp’s plywood surface is slippery.

· Gladys offered to donate a paper towel holder for use in the bathroom.

Instead of a Vestry meeting in November, we will have a Vestry committee meeting on Nov. 15th after church.
