Call to Order:

Approval of Minutes:

Celebration – Audrey got several catering estimates, ranging from $8.00 a plate for beef on a bun, to $17.00 a plate.  We will, instead, purchase what is needed at Costco, and Dick Perks will cook the meat.  The earlier motion to have the luncheon catered is rescinded, as the cost is too prohibitive.
