      CHRIST CHURCH ANGLICAN/LUTHERAN MINUTES

September 9, 2008

Present: Pastor Don Hall; Rob Cowie; Audrey Egger; Gladys Miklos; Karen Crawford; Lynne Maynard; Dave Williams; Yvonne Kohlenberg; Betty Lowe; Lynn Cowie; and Louise Adie.

Call to Order:

Pastor Don opened the meeting at 4:25 p.m. with a prayer.  

Approval of Minutes:

It was noted that the hedge was trimmed by Dave, Emil, Gladys and Wendy, with nourishment provided by Audrey.  Lynne moved that we accept the Minutes of July 20, 2008, with the corrections.  Seconded by Audrey.

Treasurer’s Report:

General Fund, $15,916.45; ATB, $22,148.74; Money Market Building, $5,075.62; Treasury Bill Menorial, $31, 540.88 (including $18,654.00 from Community Facility Enhancement Program); totalling $74,681.69.

Five hundred dollars were given to the Lutheran Synod.  The building permit was $600.00, and $2500.00 for H & M.  We will amalgamate our building money into a capital account.  Betty moved we accept the Treasurer’s report.  Seconded by Karen.  Approved.



Committee Reports:

Altar Guild:

Dave will purchase wine for communion, and check the candle wicks.

Scheduling:

Betty noted that the September/October schedule has been done.  Confirmation is November 23rd.  Gerry Skeet comes every second Sunday.  Don can do first and fourth Sundays usually, and will come on Sept. 28; Oct. 26; Nov. 30; Dec. 7; and Jan. 4/09.

Delegation:

Terry Atkinson and family would like to place a memorial bench in the church yard.  A church sign could be above the bench.  This is in memory of his mother, Nellie Atkinson, and his sisters.  The Town has okayed the project, as long as we follow their rules.  It will face east by south (thus watching over the post office traffic).  Having the church sign there as well will necessitate a cement base for the bench.

Sunday School:

Wendy has spoken to Louanna and let her know that others will offer to help her.  Several from Vulcan may be able to assist.  Don will give Yvonne a contact name.

Building Committee:

Plans will accommodate a handicapped bathroom in the future.  Audrey met with the builders.  John Smith will locate water lines.  The backhoe will remove all of the hedge, and bury lines for the future bathroom.  The bathroom is planned for the rear of the new part of the building.  The contractor is Harvey Smith from Claresholm.  Doug Berg will do the backhoe work.  A ramp will service both buildings.  The estimate is $40,000.00.  Both church and hall will be joined.  The completion of phase one may be as early as November 1st.  Sherri doesn’t want any caragana bushes (maybe Wayne and Evelyn Steen are interested).  Maybe an electric baseboard would work well.  There will be a crawl space.  Rob Cowie will be the official photographer.  Lynne M. mentioned that the FCSS would like a community bulletin board somewhere, but we are unable to accommodate this.  Dave wondered about solar lighting for the church sign.  We could use a design committee for the sign, and will take information to the congregation.  Perhaps something could be hung from the sign to post events?  Audrey wondered about receiving direction from the Synod office as to the wording - Christ Church is the legal name (Church of England, Parish of Christ Church).  At the next service, Dave will make an announcement, seeking creative input from the congregation.

Correspondence:

A letter from Evan Berger advises that our Community Facility Enhancement Program project is approved, with a cheque for $18,654.00.

Wilderness Ranch, in Willow Valley, sent a letter about their programs.  Audrey wondered about having a Rogation service there.  They also run retreats.

We received a letter from Amabel Ibarra, our foster child in Bolivia.

New Business:

Yvonne said Con’s niece, Deb Loree, can use calligraphy in the front of our new Altar Book.

Rob and Lynn wondered about having a web site for Christ Church.  The Diocese has a web site, but the link for Nanton is very brief.  Our inclusion on the Diocesan site is complimentary.  We could promote the church with a link to our web site.  Photos could be included.  Rob will see about finding a domain for Christ Church, Nanton, and will look for free space.

Lynne M. mentioned that the Nanton Food Bank is in crisis.  There is an article in this week’s “Nanton News.”   Audrey moved we donate $250.00 to the Food Bank immediately.  Seconded by Karen.  Carried.  We can formalize our outreach more in the future.

Lynne heard about We Care bags through Lutheran Outreach last year.  Five dollars is needed for each bag.  There is a specific list of items to include in each.  Lynne wondered if we should do half shoeboxes for Samaritan’s Purse this year, and half We Care bags.  The bags are sent to Canadian Lutheran World Relief.  They are cloth bags that are pre-made.  There will be information on their website.

Lynne asked about the blessing of animals, usually held at the end of September and the beginning of October.  Maybe we could do this next year as the church and hall are under construction this year.  This would be a community event and would promote our church.  It could be held on a Saturday.  Some churches include a picture of the animal and his human on their web site.  October 4th is Francis of Assissi day.  Karen suggested talking to Gerry, and having hot dogs, etc., available.  We could start “small” and do it this year, advertising the event.  Some attendees might be sensitive about eating hot dogs!

Our next Vestry meeting is 4:15 p.m., October 6th.

Lynn C. Moved that we adjourn.  We closed with the Grace at 6:25 p.m.
